Philippe Antonello was born in Geneva in 1968. He now lives in Rome and is recognized as one of
Europe’s finest movie stills photographers. His recent credits include The Emperor's New Clothes
and Tea with Mussolini. He was the official stills photographer on the set of The Passion of The
Christ during some 15 weeks of shooting on location in Italy.
